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Training 12 - Installation - Alignment of the sensor
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Almost all FlowVision flow sensors have two sensor tips (M, see picture). Those sensor tips must
always be aligned side by side across the direction of flow. This is guaranteed if the wrench flats
(S, see picture) are aligned parallel to the pipe.
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But why? There are two main reasons for that:
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1) All flow meters are calibrated with the sensor tips aligned side by side across the direction of
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2) If the unheated sensor tip is placed before the heated sensor tip, there will be turbulences which
affect the heat dissipation from the heated sensor tip. This will cause wrong measurement results.
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
